Living on their
property in Dunlap they took care of their cows, "Porter, T-Bone and Spencer" and they
enjoyed fishing in nearby lakes accompanied by their toy poodle "Thor". Around 2000, she
and her husband moved down the mountain to Visalia, where they became members of
Christ Lutheran Church. She had been a member of the Valley Oak Quilt Guild where she
expressed her love for sewing and quilting. Leila has lived at Park Visalia Assisted Living
since 2009, three years after the passing of her husband Bert.
